Women Lead Power Progress in Southen Odisha

Berhampur, November 2025: In the remote corners of Southern Odisha, where
electricity lines stretch across hills, streams, paddy fields and villages hum quietly at dusk, a
new Kind of energy is taking charge — the power of women. Armed not with machines but
with smartphones, receipt books, and determination, hundreds of rural women are now
powering Odisha’s energy network from the grassroots. Through TP Southern Odisha
Distribution Limited’s (TPSODL) pioneering initiative, 379 Women Self-Help Groups (WSHGS)
have taken up electricity bill collection across five districts — creating a silent revolution that
blends empowerment, accountability, inclusive growth, and digital progress.

What began as a small pilot has now grown into a dynamic model of rural partnership.
These 379 women, representing 379 SHGs, operate across Ganjam, Gajapati, Rayagada,
Boudh, and Kandhamal districts. Ganjam alone leads with 291 SHGs, followed by Gajapati
(63), Rayagada (15), Boudh (8) and Kandhamal (2). Each group is a story of transformation
— of homemakers turned professionals, of rural women becoming trusted agents of change
in their own communities.

The impact of their involvement has been both measurable and inspiring. In the last three
years, collection coverage in rural areas has surged from 67 percent to 80 percent, while
collection efficiency has risen dramatically — from 82 percent to 105 percent. Equally
striking is the digital shift these women have led: from just 2,000 consumers making digital
bill payments three years ago, the number has now climbed to around 15,000 per month by
the WSHGs. These women, many of whom learned digital transactions through TPSODL's
Digital Literacy initiatives, are making villages financially connected and technologically
aware.

Today, SHGs collectively handle an average monthly collection of about 6 crore,
contributing directly to the financial stability of the power distribution system in Southern
Odisha. The figures tell only part of the story; the rest is written in trust. For thousands of
consumers, especially in remote hamlets, these women have become the face of TPSODL —
familiar, reliable, and approachable.

Data from recent months paints a picture of consistency and dedication. Collection typically
peaks in June — a high-demand month — compared to other months. These sustained
results reflect the remarkable discipline and engagement of the women involved. Each
collection is more than a transaction; it's a statement of inclusion, bringing financial
transparency to areas once disconnected from formal systems.

But their role doesnt end with revenue. The SHGs have seamlessly extended their reach
into community service, becoming the link between the utility and consumers. They help
identify new consumers, support the regularization of existing connections, and assist
TPSODL teams in activities such as new meter installation, replacement, , and load
enhancement. When consumers face billing issues, it is often these women who step in first
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— listening, explaining, and connecting people to solutions. Their presence has built an
ecosystem of trust that no top-down system could have achieved alone.

Behind this transformation is TPSODL's continuous investment in training and capacity-
building. The company regularly conducts sessions on digital literacy, safe cash handling,
grievance redressal, and consumer engagement. For many SHG members, this training
marks their first exposure to digital payments and structured data recording. Over time,
these women have become adept in using mobile apps, QR codes, and digital payment
gateways — turning rural kiosks into small digital finance hubs.

To recognize their effort, TPSODL has instituted a comprehensive Reward and Recognition
(R&R) programmes, offering incentives for WSHGs. The incentive system not only
encourages performance but also strengthens the financial independence of these women.
For many, the earnings from this engagement have become a steady supplement to
household income, while also earning them respect and leadership within their communities.

Speaking about the initiative, Mr. Amit Kumar Garg, CEO, TPSODL, said, ‘The success of this
initiative proves that empowerment and efficiency can go hand in hand. By engaging women
Self-Help Groups in bill collection, we have not only improved our operational performance
but also created an avenue for hundreds of rural women to achieve financial independence
and digital literacy. These women have become true ambassadors of change — connecting
technology, transparency, and trust at the village level.’

The partnership between TPSODL and women’s groups has reshaped the energy narrative in
southern Odisha. What began as an experiment in community engagement has evolved into
a sustainable model of inclusive governance and inclusive growth. Each bill collected, each
digital payment processed, and each consumer assisted represents not just improved service
delivery, but also the empowerment of women who once stood at the margins of the formal
economy.

In these women, Odisha’s energy sector has found not only collectors but catalysts —
ordinary citizens powering extraordinary change. Their story is proof that when women lead,
progress gains a new light — one that radiates confidence, dignity, and hope, illuminating
lives, homes, and the future of an entire region.

TPSODL Enhances Power Infrastructure in Rayagada to
Support Industrial Growth and Consumer Reliability

Berhampur: TP Southern Odisha Distribution Limited (TPSODL) has significantly
strengthened the power distribution network in Rayagada district by commissioning new 33
KV feeder lines to ensure uninterrupted, high-quality power for households, industries, and
rural consumers. As Rayagada emerges as one of Southern Odisha’s fastest-growing
industrial and business hubs, these upgrades are playing a decisive role in improving service
reliability and meeting the rising energy demands of the region.

A dedicated 33 kV line has been commissioned from Ambalata to Majhighariani Institute Of
Technology & Science (MITS), covering a stretch of two kilometres. This development has
enabled segregation of the Ambalata feeder, which in turn has stabilised power supply to
consumers in and around Gunupur. The earlier load concentration often led to voltage
fluctuations and interruptions, affecting domestic consumers, small businesses, and
agricultural operations. With the new line, supply has become more dependable, reducing
stress on existing infrastructure and enhancing overall service quality.

In a major step toward decongesting the network and resolving long-standing supply
instability, TPSODL has also commissioned four new 33 kV feeder lines from the Gunupur
Grid Sub-Station. Previously, seven power substations were entirely dependent on a single
line from Akhusingh GSS, resulting in frequent outages and challenges during maintenance.
The newly introduced lines now extend from Gunupur GSS to Gunupur PSS, Jaltar,
Bikrampur, and Dambasara. By utilizing the bays developed at Gunupur GSS and diverting
load from the earlier feeder, TPSODL has been able to improve voltage stability and
streamline fault management.

These upgraded lines now cater to more than 20,000 consumers across industrial clusters,
tribal habitations, farmlands, and semi-urban areas. The changes have reduced outage
duration, enabled quicker restoration during faults, eased maintenance activities, and
created redundancy in the network. Local entrepreneurs, agro-based units, small
manufacturing clusters, and service establishments are experiencing better operational
continuity and fewer interruptions, leading to improved productivity.

Rayagada’s economic profile has rapidly evolved to include agro-processing units,
aluminium-linked industries, handicraft-based enterprises, and upcoming MSMEs. Reliable
electricity supply is essential for operating machinery, running cold storage and irrigation
systems, and attracting future investments. The new infrastructure by TPSODL is helping
unlock this potential by ensuring supply consistency and voltage stability for both
commercial and rural consumers.

Commenting on the developments, the CEO of TPSODL Mr. Amit Kumar Garg stated,
"Rayagada is fast becoming a vital industrial and commercial hub in Southern Odisha, and
our priority is to ensure that power supply keeps pace with its growth aspirations. By
commissioning new 33 kV lines and strengthening existing infrastructure, we have not only
improved reliability for over twenty thousand consumers but also created a stronger
foundation for future development.

Intro:

From the rugged highlands of Southern Odisha to India’s fast-evolving clean energy
landscape, TPSODL is driving a silent but powerful transformation. Through digital
modernization, renewable integration and consumer-first innovations, the company is
shaping a reliable and future-ready power ecosystem. In this exclusive interaction, Amit
Kumar Garg, CEO of TPSODL, sheds light on the organization’s solar-led mission, advanced
grid technologies, different interventions, and the resilient restoration efforts during Cyclone
Montha.

1. How has your professional journey shaped your leadership at TPSODL?

I firmly believe leadership thrives on integrity, accountability and inclusion. My years in
diverse operational environments taught me that safety, transparency and empowerment
must remain non-negotiable. At TPSODL, I regularly engage with frontline teams through
field visits and open dialogues. My leadership approach is collaborative—encouraging
ownership at every level and fostering a culture where people feel valued and responsible
for progress.

2. Southern Odisha often faces natural challenges. How did TPSODL respond to Cyclone
Montha and restore power in difficult terrains so quickly?

Cyclone Montha disrupted power in the hilly belts of Koraput and Malkangiri. Our response
was swift, strategic and safety-focused. Equipped with SCADA GIS-based insights, patrolling
teams were deployed immediately after the wind speeds normalized. Additional manpower,
mobile cranes, ERS towers, and material vans were rushed overnight.

Despite landslides, inaccessible stretches and heavy rain, power was restored to 100%
consumers within just 20 hours. This rapid recovery reflects our preparedness planning,
strong coordination with district authorities, and the dedication of frontline teams who
worked tirelessly in extremely challenging environments to ensure essential services
remained powered.

3. How are technologies like drone mapping and others transforming operations?

Our drone-based GIS mapping across all six circles has given us unprecedented digital
visibility of assets. When integrated with ADMS, this enables real-time control, faster fault
detection and proactive maintenance. FLISR systems and smart meter data help isolate
faults instantly, ensuring faster power restoration and elevated consumer experience.

4, What role do SCADA and Al-driven analytics play in outage management?

SCADA forms the real-time operational backbone of our network. With 209 primary
substations already on SCADA and full coverage planned by FY26, we detect and rectify
faults much faster. Al analytics predict equipment risks before failures occur. This has
significantly reduced outage frequency and duration, especially in remote and hilly regions.
. What is your roadmap behind TPSODL's Green Office initiative?

Sustainability is at the heart of our growth strategy. Our corporate headquarters runs fully
on solar with a 100 kWp rooftop plant producing 12,000-15,000 units monthly. We have
already solarized 18 more office buildings (438 kWp) under CAPEX and are scaling this
across all our facilities. Our goal is to mainstream clean energy adoption internally before
expecting it from others.

6. How is the ULA model under PM Surya Ghar Yojana accelerating consumer adoption?

y
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The ULA model democratizes solar access. A household with 1 kW load can set up a 1 kWp
plant by paying just 8,747 (including meter cost). We're targeting 30,000 installations in
Phase-1. Awareness campaigns in panchayats, social media outreach and dedicated
facilitation teams are ensuring even the remotest hamlets benefit.

Alongside ULA, we've added 5.25 MW in residential and 5.9 MW in commercial & industrial
segments, with 2-3 MW joining monthly. We've also signed 20 MW TPPA under KUSUM-A
and 3.365 MW under KUSUM-C for feeder solarization. We envision TPSODL as Odisha’s
solar frontrunner.

7. How have 33kV upgrades and substation improvements impacted remote belts?

In tribal, forested and hilly areas like Koraput, Malakangiri, Kandhamal, Rayagada and
Nabarangpur, feeder bifurcation, automation and line strengthening have enhanced voltage
quality and reduced outages. These improvements directly support livelihoods, local
entrepreneurship and essential public services.

8. How are digital consumer services evolving at TPSODL?

Our multilingual call centres bridge language gaps for rural consumers. Al chatbots and
mobile apps provide 24x7/ convenience for billing, outage tracking and complaint resolution.

By combining tech-enabled platforms with voice-based support, we're ensuring inclusivity
and faster grievance redressal across demographics.

9. How different programmes have created meaningful community change?

We prioritise education, livelihood development, healthcare and environment sustainability.
Vocational training, digital classrooms and infrastructure support uplift local and tribal youth.
Health camps and livelihood initiatives strengthen rural well-being. Clean energy awareness,
waste management and eco-practices engage communities and schools. Every programme
is designed in partnership with stakeholders to ensure lasting impact.

10.  How is HR enabling organisational transformation?

More than 12,000 learning hours were delivered this year through blended and digital
formats. Our LEAD Series nurtures future leaders. Gender inclusion drives our proud
initiatives like all-women CRC and all-women NABL-accredited Meter Testing Lab in
Berhampur. We also promote holistic wellness through continuous physical and
psychological support initiatives.

11.  How do you ensure reliable access in deep tribal geographies?

Ensuring reliable access in deep tribal geographies is both a developmental responsibility
and an operational challenge. Many of these villages are located in dense forests, hilly
stretches and river-crossing terrains, where logistics and weather conditions often pose
barriers. To overcome this, we have strengthened the backbone of our network through
upgraded 33 kV lines, modernized substations, feeder bifurcation and improved last-mile
connectivity. Dedicated field teams continuously monitor remote pockets to reduce
downtime and improve voltage quality. We also conduct door-to-door consumer interactions,
service camps and multilingual communication to ensure culturally inclusive engagement. In
habitations where grid connectivity is difficult or delayed, we are introducing solar-based
and alternative energy solutions. Through electrification and several interventions, we aim
not just to supply power, but to support education, livelihoods and overall community
progress in tribal regions.
