Located atop a hill at an
altitude of approximately
500 meters, the temple will
now benefit from enhanced
safety and a reliable power
supply for the public and
the surrounding area.

As one of the most impor-
tant Shakti Peethas, this
sacred site attracts millions
of devotees annually. The
temple’s Chaitra Mela, held
in March and April, is par-
ticularly significant, drawing

a vast number of pilgrims
who visit to offer their prayers
and seek blessings from God-
dess Tara Tarini.

TPSODL has transformed
the electrical infrastructure
leading up to the Tara Tarini
Temple, covering the 3-kilo-
meter stretch from the base
of the hill to the temple at
the top. This newly estab-
lished infrastructure includes
the installation of 78 new
poles, 8,190 meters of insu-
lated conductors, and mod-
ern equipment to provide
quality and safe power to
the temple and its surround-
ings. This CAPEX project
costs more than ¥77 lakh in
total.

For added security, an

Air Break (AB) switch has
been installed near the tem-
ple’s entry gate, allowing an
immediate power discon-
nection in case of any issues.
ilarly, the ropeway near the
temple has been well-
equipped, and its electrical
systems are properly main-
tained by the TPSODL team.,

safeguarding. Illegal use of
electricity for poaching poses
a grave threat to biodiversity.
